On page 1 of the printed concurrent resolution, delete lines 17 through
20 and insert:

“(c) The Legislative Branch is equally committed to promoting
freedom of speech and expression, as guaranteed to all persons
through the free expression protections of Article I, section 8, of the
Oregon Constitution, and through the First Amendment to the United
States Constitution, and the Legislative Branch recognizes that the
constitutional protections guaranteeing freedom of speech and ex-
pression must be taken into account in determining the rights afforded
to individuals in the State Capitol under this rule.

“(d) The Legislative Branch emphasizes the importance of fostering
an environment where all viewpoints are welcomed and respected, as
disagreement does not equal harassment.

“(e) This rule is designed to provide options to those who are expe-
riencing or observing harassing behavior, discriminatory behavior or
other behavior prohibited by subsection (7) of this rule to seek infor-
mation, report behaviors or file complaints to address and resolve
concerns, while also:

“(A) Enhancing options available to victims who seek to remain
anonymous; and

“(B) Ensuring that fundamental freedoms of speech and expression
