CARRIED OVER FROM THE 2-11-2020 MEETING: Makes routine staying of Water Resources Commission or 
Water Resources Department final order upon filing of petition for judicial review inapplicable if order enforces terms 
and conditions of use of water or priority of use of water. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 2-11-2020 MEETING: Authorizes Water Resources Department to require reporting
of water use measurements. 

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 2-11-2020 MEETING: Directs Department of Environmental Quality to purchase 
cyanotoxin autoanalyzer system and associated supplies and services.
