My name is Ricki Ruiz, I’m a proud Gresham resident who serves on the Reynolds School Board. Thank you for
your continued work on the critical issue of the climate emergency.

We need the state of Oregon to take strong action on climate change. We need to push and reduce pollution waste
statewide and make sure we have a healthy environment for our future generations.

We need improvements to the transportation portion of the bill so all oil companies pay their fair share no matter
where they’re located. Oil companies are the largest source of pollution in our state and we cannot let them off the
hook.

As written, this bill would pay fossil fuel polluters to continue business as usual. We can’t afford business as usual.
We cannot allow legislation to move forward that is climate action in name only, while it fails to hold large polluters
accountable.

It's also important that we invest in a statewide study that will highlight the most vulnarable areas in Oregon that are
at high risk of wildfires.

This bill needs a guarantee in investments in communities hardest hit by the climate crisis -- rural, low-income,
Tribes, and communities of color. While there are aspirations to prioritize those communities in the current version,
Oregonians deserve a guarantee.

I hope you will support changes to this bill and support the passage of bold climate action in 2020. This issue is too
important for us to turn our backs while our forests burn, our fish die, and water runs out in parts of our state. We
can’t wait any longer.
