As a Medford Police Officer for 25 years, I would like to share my experiences with our 
Jackson County Treatment Courts. The harsh reality of police work in Jackson County is 
that we deal with the same group of criminals over and over. The far majority of 
criminals we arrest are either motivated by drug addiction or it is a contributing factor.

Offenders that we used to arrest several times a year are now 
contributing members of society. Getting just one person clean and off of drugs can make 
a difference in crime in our community. Getting a handful, or even dozens of offenders 
on the right path, can have a dramatic effect on crime in our valley.
