between rural residents and wildlife. | would very appreciative if you would support the passage of HB
4075, take a science/evidence-based approach to their management, and that Oregon's wildlife belongs
to ALL Oregonians, not just a very small minority of hunters that participate in these devastating coyote
killing contest events.
