PROGRAM NEED

In 2017, the Legislature established a two-year pilot in Marion and Polk
Counties, in which the State provided $200,000 for the CourtCare Program.
The pilot was not renewed in the 2019 session, leaving the programs without
a significant part of their budgets. Marion County's program closed
immediately, while Polk County's program is still operational with bridge
funding provided by local partners.

SB 1558 will provide $200,000, which will allow the Marion County program to
re-open and keep both programs open for an additional two years.

Both counties plan to continue following the requirements of the original pilot:
e Provide at least 10% cash match, and 15% in-kind match -
Secured, both counties.
» Collect data about the pilots and report back to the state -
Data collection tool in place.
» Partner with an experienced, high-quality, licensed child care provider to
implement the program -
Provider identified in both counties.
