SUBCOMMITTEE RECOMMENDATION

HB 4160
Relating to underrepresented students
at public post-secondary institutions of education

HB 4160 establishes the eight-member Task Force on Student Success for
Underrepresented Students in Higher Education charged with visiting public post-
secondary institutions in Oregon to meet with underrepresented students in order to

develop student success policy proposals for the 2021 legislative session.

The Task Force is required to submit a draft report of its findings and recommendations
to the Legislature by September 1st, 2020 and the final report by December 1st, 2020.
The Task Force sunsets December 31st, 2021. The bill requires the Legislative Policy and
Research Office to provide staff support to the Task Force. All eight members of the Task

Force will be legislative members. The fiscal impact is anticipated to be minimal.

The Capital Construction Subcommittee recommends HB 4160 be reported out do pass.
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
