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Work Session Recommendations

HB 4166 A allows for the Department of Administrative Services to contract for an
independent economist to collect data and provide a report on the costs of wildfire
protection and wildfire suppression on lands protected by the State Forestry Department.
This work is to be accomplished in coordination with a technical advisory team as outlined
in the measure.

The reported findings of the economist are to be made to the Governor’s Council on

Wildfire Response and to a committee of the Legislative Assembly relating to natural
resources by or before March 1, 2021.
