Summary of Revenue Changes
House Bill 4168 appropriates $894,317 in General Fund and increases Other Funds expenditure limitation by $103,545 to the Oregon
Department of Forestry (ODF) to expand the Forest Activity Electronic Reporting and Notification System (FERNS). Other Funds are derived from

the Harvest Tax.

The bill also appropriates $175,000 in General Fund to the Governor’s Office to facilitate mediation sessions between the forest industry and
environmental interest groups.

Summary of Capital Construction Subcommittee Action

Department of Forestry
House Bill 4168 requires forest operators to identify a 90-day window of operation for helicopter pesticide application. The bill requires forest
operators to provide notice by 7:00 PM the day before the operation is planned and requires post-application reporting within 24 hours of
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completion of the pesticide application. Forest operators are to report scheduled pesticide applications through FERNS. Concerned residents or
certain water users would be able to register in FERNS to receive an announcement of nearby helicopter applications of pesticides.

Additionally, this bill requires helicopter pesticide application buffers around inhabited dwellings, schools, and noted water intakes. It also
establishes helicopter pesticide application buffers adjacent to streams on forestland governed by the Oregon Forest Practices Act.

House Bill 4168 directs the Board of Forestry to adopt rules to make the 2017 board rules regarding salmon, steelhead, and Bull trout applicable
to the Siskiyou Georegion, effective on January 1, 2021.

To complete this work and expand the functionality of FERNS, the Subcommittee has recommended a General Fund appropriation of $894,317,
and an increase in Other Funds expenditure limitation of $103,545 as well as two positions (1.26 FTE) for the agency’s Private Forests Division. A
limited-duration Project Manager 3 will manage the development, implementation, and budget for a project to expand FERNS functionality. ODF
will also need a full-time permanent Operations and Policy Analyst 2 to implement the ongoing work of the pesticide application program. A
majority of appropriated funds, estimated at $739,000, will be used to build out FERNS to meet the reporting and notification requirements of
this measure.

Office of the Governor

House Bill 4168 requires the Governor to organize and facilitate mediation sessions between representatives of forest industries and
representatives of environmental interests in accordance with the Memorandum of Understanding announced by the Governor on February 10,
2020. The bill also requires the Senate President and Speaker of the House of Representatives to arrange for the Natural Resource Legislative
Committees to hold a joint informational hearing during the 2021 Legislative Session. The committees are required to invite the Governor to
submit testimony or documents regarding the expected schedule and structure for mediation sessions.

The Subcommittee recommended a $175,000 General Fund appropriation to the Office of the Governor for the 2019-21 biennium to fund the
costs of these mediation sessions.
