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SUMMARY
Directs State Department of Agriculture to administer Oregon Hemp State Program for production,
processing and sale of hemp. Changes term "industrial hemp" to "hemp." Requires department to
conduct criminal records check of applicants for licensure to grow hemp. Allows department to
identify and require by rule licensure for other activities related to hemp.

Merges determinations of guilt for certain offenses related to marijuana into single conviction.
Removes from commercial marijuana offense possession of certain items.

Directs Oregon Cannabis Commission to work collaboratively with Oregon Health Authority and
Oregon Liquor Control Commission in administration of Oregon Medical Marijuana Program and
report biennially on long-term strategic planning to interim committees of Legislative Assembly
related to health and judiciary.

Specifies health care providers who may recommend medical use of marijuana to registry
identification cardholder.

Directs Oregon Liquor Control Commission to assess financial impact of cannabis tracking system
and report findings to interim committees of Legislative Assembly related to economic development
and marijuana not later than December 31, 2020. Sunsets assessment on January 2, 2021.

Directs Oregon Liquor Control Commission to adopt rules to develop compliance education
programs for cannabis entities regulated by commission.

Takes effect on 91st day following adjournment sine die.
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
