SUMMARY

The following summary is not prepared by the sponsors of the measure and is not a part of the body thereof subject
to consideration by the Legislative Assembly. It is an editor’s brief statement of the essential features of the
measure as introduced.

Prohibits Oregon State Lottery from offering games based on outcomes of sporting events or-
ganized by, sponsored by or played in connection with post-secondary institutions of education.

A BILL FOR AN ACT
Relating to gambling on college athletics; amending ORS 461.210.
Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. ORS 461.210 is amended to read:

461.210. Upon recommendation of the Director of the Oregon State Lottery, the Oregon State
Lottery Commission shall adopt rules specifying the types of lottery games to be conducted by the
Oregon State Lottery, provided:

(1) Each lottery game shall contain security measures that are designed to prevent the re-
demption of fraudulent tickets. Every lottery ticket or stub printed after September 29, 1991, shall
include a lottery fact which refers to a specific lottery funded project or the benefits and jobs cre-
ated for a specific area of economic activity.

(2) No name of an elected official shall appear on the tickets of any lottery game.

(3) The Oregon State Lottery may not conduct any game in which the distribution of
prizes is based on the outcome of a sporting event that is organized by, sponsored by or

played in connection with a post-secondary institution of education.
