SUMMARY

The following summary is not prepared by the sponsors of the measure and is not a part of the body thereof subject
to consideration by the Legislative Assembly. It is an editor’s brief statement of the essential features of the
measure as introduced.

Provides that city in Clackamas County annexed into county parks and recreation service dis-
trict between January 1, 2005, and December 31, 2006, by vote of city electors is deemed withdrawn
from and no longer part of county service district as of June 30, 2020.

Declares emergency, effective on passage.

A BILL FOR AN ACT

Relating to the withdrawal of territory added to a district by a vote of the electors; and declaring

an emergency.

Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. A city in Clackamas County that, pursuant to ORS 198.866 and 198.867, was

annexed, between January 1, 2005, and December 31, 2006, into a county service district or-

ganized to provide parks and recreation services following a vote of city electors in favor of

the annexation is deemed to be withdrawn from and no longer part of the county service

district as of June 30, 2020.

SECTION 2. This 2020 Act being necessary for the immediate preservation of the public

peace, health and safety, an emergency is declared to exist, and this 2020 Act takes effect

on its passage.
