On page 1 of the printed bill, line 2, after “speeds;” delete the rest of the
line and insert “creating new provisions; amending ORS 810.180; and declar-
ing an emergency.”.

On page 2, line 37, restore “city or”.

In line 39, restore “city or”.

In line 42, after “to” insert “Lane County, Multnomah County or”.

In line 43, after “that” insert “Lane County, Multnomah County or”.

In line 44, after the period insert “When Lane County, Multnomah County
or a city establishes a designated speed under this paragraph, the county or
city shall provide written notice to the department. The designated speed
established under this paragraph is effective 30 days after the department
receives the notice.”.

On page 4, after line 25, insert:

“SECTION 2. (1) The amendments to ORS 810.180 by section 1 of this
2020 Act become operative on October 1, 2020.

“(2) The Department of Transportation may take any action before
the operative date specified in subsection (1) of this section that is
necessary to enable the department to exercise, on and after the op-
erative date specified in subsection (1) of this section, all of the duties,
functions and powers conferred on the department by the amendments
to ORS 810.180 by section 1 of this 2020 Act.
