On page 9, after line 5, insert:

“SECTION 23. In addition to and not in lieu of any other appropri-

ation, there is appropriated to the Office of the Governor, for the

biennium ending June 30, 2021, out of the General Fund, the amount

of $175,000, which may be expended for expenses related to mediation

sessions described in section 1 of this 2020 Act.

“SECTION 24. In addition to and not in lieu of any other appropri-

ation, there is appropriated to the State Forestry Department, for the

biennium ending June 30, 2021, out of the General Fund, the amount

of $894,317, which may be expended for carrying out department duties,

functions and powers under sections 6 to 14 and 16 to 21 of this 2020

Act with regard to private forests.

“SECTION 25. Notwithstanding any other law limiting expenditures,

the limitation on expenditures established by section 2 (4), chapter 664,

Oregon Laws 2019, for the biennium ending June 30, 2021, as the max-

imum limit for payment of expenses from fees, moneys or other reve-

nues, including Miscellaneous Receipts and including federal funds
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from the United States Forest Service for fire protection and for re-

search projects, but excluding lottery funds and federal funds not de-

scribed in section 2, chapter 664, Oregon Laws 2019, collected or

received by the State Forestry Department, is increased by $103,545 for

the purpose of carrying out department duties, functions and powers

under sections 6 to 14 and 16 to 21 of this 2020 Act with regard to pri-

vate forests.”.

In line 6, delete “23” and insert “26”.
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
