HB 2822
(8:00 am) Requires Department of Human Services and Oregon Health Authority to ensure that
individual receiving mental health services under 1915(i) state plan amendment does not lose any
mental health services when individual begins receiving services under 1915(k) state plan
amendment.

HB 2316
(8:30 am) Transfers from Housing and Community Services Department to Oregon Health
Authority responsibility for administering Housing for Mental Health Fund.

(9:30 am) Directs Higher Education Coordinating Commission to conduct needs assessment
identifying current mental health provider education programs and curricula offered at
community colleges and public universities.
