SB 420 A
Permits local contract review board or local contracting agency to enact or adopt, as appropriate,
ordinance, resolution, rule, regulation or other legislative or administrative measure to designate
certain public improvement contracts as community benefit contracts.

SB 588
Provides that employer signatories to multiemployer collective bargaining agreements are
considered to have met minimum requirements of sick time provisions if terms of collective
bargaining agreement provide, as benefit to employees subject to agreement, sick leave policy or
other paid time off program that is substantially equivalent to or more generous than minimum
requirements of sick time provisions.

Public Hearing
HB 3340
Provides that court may not stay or prohibit federal home loan bank from exercising rights to
collateral pledged by insurer-member that is subject to delinquency proceeding.
