HB 3294 
(1:40 pm) Requires every public education provider to provide certain feminine hygiene products 
at no cost to students.

HB 2945 
(2:00 pm) Requires school districts to ensure that students for whom out-of-school suspensions or 
expulsions have been imposed receive specified services during suspensions or expulsions.

HB 3095 
(2:20 pm) Directs Department of Education to conduct study related to unified data system and 
state reporting requirements.
