HB 2105 

Prescribes standards for supported decision-making agreements.
HB 2394 

Requires long term care facilities, residential facilities, adult foster homes and facilities with 
memory care endorsements to have isolation prevention plans to enable residents to communicate 
with other residents, family members, friends or other external support systems during public 
emergency.

HB 2595 
Requires Department of Human Services to conduct staffing and workload analysis and update it 
before developing biennial budgets and whenever department implements policies or procedures 
affecting workloads of local office staff.

HB 2749 
Permits school board to designate school employee to receive mandatory child abuse reports.
