Public Hearing
HJR 5 

(1:00 - 1:30 pm) Proposes amendment to Oregon Constitution to repeal provision requiring 
inmates in corrections institutions to engage in full-time work or on-the-job training.

HB 3077 
(1:30 - 1:50 pm) Removes requirement that person seeking intervention in juvenile dependency 
proceeding or rights of limited participation in juvenile dependency or delinquency proceeding 
prove that existing parties cannot adequately present case.

HB 3134 
(1:50 - 2:05 pm) Replaces references to vehicle accident and vehicle collision with vehicle crash.

HB 3140 
(2:05 - 2:20 pm) Makes changes to statutes related to operating vehicle or boat while under 
influence of intoxicants that reference controlled substances to clarify applicability to psilocybin.

HB 2650 

Authorizes emergency medical services providers to transport or treat police dogs injured in line 
of duty, provided that such transportation or treatment does not interfere with emergency 
transportation or treatment of humans.

HB 2539 
Provides that juror may not be identified by name in court proceeding open to public.

HB 2049 ** **Subsequent Referral(s) to Ways and Means
Establishes Innovative Grant Fund.

HB 2176 
Eliminates minimum amount of fee added to judgment that includes monetary obligation that 
court or judicial branch is charged with collecting.

HB 2178 ** **Subsequent Referral(s) to Ways and Means
Modifies provisions relating to fees in tax court.

Neither registration nor use of the public access kiosk is a guarantee that you will be able to testify 
during the meeting. Committee chairs may determine that public testimony must be limited. For this 
reason, written testimony is encouraged even if you plan to speak. 

Unless otherwise noted on the agenda, testimony is only accepted by committees for bills or 
topics scheduled for a public hearing. See the Oregon Legislature’s website for information on 
contacting individual legislators directly on bills or topics not scheduled for a public hearing.
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
