Extends sunset for tax credit for university venture development fund contributions.

HB 2444 
Extends sunset for tax credit for child with disability.

HB 2445 
Enacts express sunset for exemption of medical marijuana registry cardholder or primary 
caregiver from tax imposed on retail sale of marijuana items.

HB 2452 
Extends sunset for tax credit for provision of medical care to residents of Oregon Veterans’ 
Home.
