HB 2337
(1:05 pm) Requires state agencies and third party contractors that collect demographic data on
behalf of state agencies to comply with rules adopted by Oregon Health Authority for collection
of data on race, ethnicity, preferred spoken and written languages and disability status.

HB 2110
Modifies costs for petitioners filing notice of petition with Land Use Board of Appeals.

HB 2323
Prohibits knowingly communicating materially false statement with intent to mislead electors
about date of election, deadline for delivering ballot, voter registration deadline, method of
registering to vote, locations at which elector may deposit ballot, qualifications of electors or
voter registration status within 30 days of primary election or special election or within 60 days
of general election.

HB 2485
Requires state agencies to reduce public records request fees by 50 percent if request is made in
public interest, and requires state agencies to entirely waive fees if public records request is in
public interest and narrowly tailored.

* Registration closes at the time the meeting is scheduled to begin.
* A public access kiosk is located outside of the State Capitol Building for anyone without access
to a phone or computer to join a meeting by video.

Neither registration nor use of the public access kiosk is a guarantee that you will be able to testify
during the meeting. Committee chairs may determine that public testimony must be limited. For this
reason, written testimony is encouraged even if you plan to speak.

Unless otherwise noted on the agenda, testimony is only accepted by committees for bills or
topics scheduled for a public hearing. See the Oregon Legislature’s website for information on
contacting individual legislators directly on bills or topics not scheduled for a public hearing.
