Requires individual and group health insurance policies to reimburse services provided by
naturopathic physicians within scope of their practice if services are reimbursed when provided
by licensed physicians.

SB 705
CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4/5/2021 AGENDA: Adds two members who are physician
assistants or retired physician assistants to membership of Oregon Medical Board.

SB 168
CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4/5/2021 AGENDA: Requires health benefit plans to cover
fertility and reproductive endocrinology services.
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SB 763
CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4/5/2021 AGENDA: Provides that person may not engage in
business as pharmaceutical representative without obtaining license from Director of Department
of Consumer and Business Services.

SB 764
CARRIED OVER FROM THE 4/5/2021 AGENDA: Provides that Attorney General and court
must presume that resolution agreement that ends dispute over alleged infringement of patent or
violation of other protection for protected drug has anticompetitive effects if alleged infringer
receives item of value as part of or in connection with resolution agreement or if alleged infringer
agrees to limit or stop researching, developing, manufacturing, marketing or selling competing
drug.
