HB 3026
Directs Department of Transportation to waive fee for issuing, renewing or replacing
identification card if person who is issued card is experiencing homelessness.

HB 2953 A
Modifies definition of "community-based structured housing." Specifies that Oregon Health
Authority has regulatory authority over community-based structured housing.
