CARRIED OVER FROM THE 3/9/2021 MEETING: Upholds, under certain circumstances, local
laws concerning local community oversight board established to oversee disciplinary matters
concerning law enforcement officers, notwithstanding collective bargaining laws that require
bargaining over such matters.

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 3/9/2021 MEETING: Creates crime of intimidation by display of
a noose.

CARRIED OVER FROM THE 3/9/2021 MEETING: Provides that refusal to obey lawful order
issued by peace officer or parole and probation officer does not constitute crime of interfering
with a peace officer or parole and probation officer unless order is to move back and keep
distance while officer is performing lawful duties.
