HB 3176 A
Permits chief administrative law judge to require implied consent hearing to be conducted by 
telephone or other two-way communication device if judge determines that meeting in person 
poses significant risk to health or safety.

HB 3229 A
Directs Oregon Criminal Justice Commission to convene advisory council to assist with 
recommendations related to health care standards in local correctional facilities.

See the Oregon Legislature’s website for information on 
contacting individual legislators directly on bills or topics not scheduled for a public hearing.
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
