SB 605 

Provides that, if rural fire protection district contains improved lands, or new improvements, that 
are within seven miles of fire station within district and are not subject to assessments for fire 
protection by district, county board must initiate by resolution annexation of territory containing 
lands.

SB 590 
Includes land used primarily for cultivating crops within definition of "rangeland" for purposes of 
organizing rangeland protection association and providing fire protection for rangeland.
