Work Session
HB 2560 A

Requires governing body of public body, to extent reasonably possible, to make all meetings 
accessible remotely through technological means and provide opportunity for members of general 
public to remotely submit oral and written testimony .

HB 2681 A
Prohibits moving voter to inactive status due to voter not voting or updating voter registration for 
any period of time.

HCR 11 
Modifies lyrics to state song "Oregon, My Oregon" to reflect cultural, historical, economic and 
societal evolution of State of Oregon.

SB 225 A

Modifies requirements for alternative education programs, including applicable laws, funding 
provisions, notice requirements, reporting requirements, oversight requirements and requirements 
related to special education and 504 Plans.

SB 418 A
Creates rebuttable presumption that statement made by person under 18 years of age, during 
custodial interview in connection with investigation into certain acts, is involuntary if peace 
officer intentionally used false information to elicit statement.

HB 2526 A
Designates second Monday of October of each year as Indigenous Peoples’ Day.

• A public access kiosk is located outside of the State Capitol Building for anyone without access 
      to a phone or computer to join a meeting by video.

Neither registration nor use of the public access kiosk is a guarantee that you will be able to testify 
during the meeting. Committee chairs may determine that public testimony must be limited. For this 
reason, written testimony is encouraged even if you plan to speak. 

Unless otherwise noted on the agenda, testimony is only accepted by committees for bills or 
topics scheduled for a public hearing. See the Oregon Legislature’s website for information on 
contacting individual legislators directly on bills or topics not scheduled for a public hearing.
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
