• Third largest generator of public funds

• Core functions
• Centrally purchase, warehouse and distribute bottled distilled spirits to OLCC-appointed retail agents
• License and regulate alcohol licensees and alcohol server permits
• Implement bottle bill and approve redemption centers
• License and regulate marijuana licensees and marijuana worker permits
• Track and inspect OHA medical grow sites 13 plants or more, OHA processors and dispensaries

• Funding
• Alcohol Program is funded from distilled spirits markup, license fees and privilege tax; Recreational 

Marijuana Program is license fee funded; OHA tracking and inspections are marijuana tax funded

Legislative Priorities at Governor’s Request
• HB 2111 Changes name of "Oregon Liquor Control Commission" to "Oregon Liquor and Cannabis 

Commission." 

• HB 2112 Authorizes Oregon Liquor Control Commission to negotiate price for certain distilled liquor 
purchased by Indian tribe or commercial airline.

• SB 95 Authorizes Oregon Liquor Control Commission to create data and analysis regarding 
commercial sales and commercial industries. Authorizes commission to contract for services related to 
creating, marketing, selling or licensing use of data and analysis. 

• SB 96 Defines "cannabinoids" for purpose of inhalant delivery systems. Authorizes Oregon Health 
Authority to consult with Oregon Liquor Control Commission on adoption of rules related to inhalant 
delivery systems containing cannabinoids. Authorizes commission to regulate testing and labeling of 
inhalant delivery systems that contain cannabinoids derived from industrial hemp.
