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WHAT THE MEASURE DOES:

Permits a 17-year old who is registered to vote, affiliated with a major party, and will be 18 years old at the time
of the general election to participate in the primary election for the purpose of selecting the party's nominees if
allowed by the adopted rules of the major political party.

ISSUES DISCUSSED:

EFFECT OF AMENDMENT:
No amendment.

BACKGROUND:

Oregonians must register 21 days before election day and must meet the following eligibility requirements: (1)
U.S. citizen; (2) Oregon resident; and, (3) at least 16 years old. Once registered, an individual will receive a ballot
and instructions in the mail about two weeks before an election. Registered voters under the age of 18 do not
receive a ballot until the first election that occurs on or after the voter’s 18" birthday.

Under Oregon Motor Voter, if a person is not already registered to vote, they receive a card and a pre-paid
postage return envelope from the Secretary of State Elections Division following their qualifying interaction with
the Department of Motor Vehicles. This card provides the voters with three options: (1) do nothing and be
registered to vote as a nonaffiliated voter; (2) choose a political party by returning the card; or, (3) use the card to
opt-out of voter registration.

For primary elections, only registered voters of a major political party can vote for candidates of that party. At the
primary election, voters who are not registered in one of the major political parties will receive a ballot containing
only nonpartisan contests, such as judicial elections.
