BACKGROUND:

Oregon's education system comprises a variety of educational options for students, including neighborhood
schools, charter schools, alternative schools and programs, youth corrections and juvenile detention education
programs, virtual schools and programs, and virtual charter schools. House Bill 3236 establishes a legislative task
force to review the adequacy and effectiveness of education pathways in the state.
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
