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Why Were Businesses Recelving Grants More
Likely to be Women and Minority-Owned?

« Businesses were in industries with higher rates of women and minority
ownership (industry mix).

« May be higher than average number of self-employed businesses, which
have higher women and minority ownership.

« Women and minority-owned businesses may have faced greater
negative impacts from COVID-19.

« Self-employed may have faced greater negative impacts from COVID-19.
