Measure Description:

Provides that Attorney General and court must presume that resolution agreement that ends dispute over
alleged infringement of patent or violation of other protection for protected drug has anticompetitive effects if
alleged infringer receives item of value as part of or in connection with resolution agreement or if alleged
infringer agrees to limit or stop researching, developing, manufacturing, marketing or selling competing drug.
