BACKGROUND:
Oregon statutes provide limitations on the admissibility of certain evidence based on privilege between the
parties involved. Examples of privilege include psychotherapist-patient privilege, the physician-patient, and the
spousal privilege.

Senate Bill 176 creates exceptions to certain privileges in proceedings involving allegations or reports of elder or
adult abuse.
