BACKGROUND:

In 2019, the Legislative Assembly passed Senate Bill 740 requiring health insurers to provide coverage of proton
beam therapy for treatment of cancer to the same extent the insurer provides coverage of radiation therapy. The
bill allows insurers to subject coverage of proton beam therapy to prior authorization or other utilization review.
These reviews allow the insurer to evaluate the efficiency, appropriateness, and medical necessity of treatments,
services, procedures, and facilities provided to patients on a case-by-case basis.
