Requires local governments to unconditionally allow restoration or replacement of certain uses destroyed by 2020
wildfires until December 31, 2025. Sunsets January 2, 2026. Declares emergency, effective on passage.

EFFECT OF AMENDMENT:

-2 Establishes the Lost Revenue Stabilization Fund in the State Treasury and authorizes moneys to be continually
appropriated to the Department of Revenue for disbursements to local governments and nonprofit organizations
for reimbursement of lost revenue related to the 2020 wildfires. Establishes the School Stabilization Fund in the
State Treasury and authorizes moneys to be continually appropriated to the Department of Education for
disbursements to fire-impacted school districts to assist with costs related to the 2020 wildfires. Sunsets June 30,
2027. Declares emergency, effective on passage.
