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SUMMARY
Creates exemption to prohibition on person under 21 years of age entering establishment where
tobacco products or inhalant delivery systems are sold for purposes of investigating violations.

Expands prohibition against uncertified performance of lead-based paint activities and renovation.

Specifies that moneys related to prescription monitoring program be deposited in Oregon Health
Authority Fund.

Provides for Oregon Health Authority management of local public health when local public health
authority responsibility is transferred to Oregon Health Authority.

Provides that local public health administrator serves as ex officio member on vector control district
board of trustees.

Requires Oregon Health Authority to select up to 10 recipients for grants to provide school-based
health services.

Takes effect on 91st day following adjournment sine die.
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
