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SUMMARY
Allows pharmacist to prescribe and dispense preexposure prophylactic antiretroviral drug to patient
after completion of patient assessment. Directs State Board of Pharmacy to adopt rules.

Requires health insurance policies that have prescription drug benefit to cover cost of drugs
prescribed and dispensed by pharmacists within their scope of practice, including cost of
pharmacists' consultation fees associated with prescribing and dispensing drugs.

Takes effect on 91st day following adjournment sine die.
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
