BACKGROUND:

Governor Brown convened a Racial Justice Council (RJC) in September 2020 to recommend changes to policy and
long-term strategies to align with the administration's racial justice and equity goals. House Bill 2166 represents
the vehicle for RJC's policy recommendations related to education. The measure requires an equity-based review
of Oregon's education system.
