Requires an electric company with sales of electricity to 25,000 or more retail customers in Oregon to collect an
amount, set to one quarter of one percent (0.25%) of total revenues collected from all retail electricity
consumers, to be expended to support and integrate transportation electrification pursuant to a plan approved
by the Public Utility Commission.
