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Measure Description:

Prohibits scrap metal business from purchasing or receiving catalytic converters, except from commercial seller
or owner of vehicle from which catalytic converter was removed. Clarifies who may raise a defense to a charge of
unlawfully transporting private metal property. Changes the definition of “fixed place of business” and “scrap
metal business.”
