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SUMMARY 

Authorizes Department of Environmental Quality to require certain information related to history 
of compliance with environmental quality laws from applicant for license or permit. 

Modifies authority of department to refuse to issue, modify, suspend, revoke or refuse to renew 
permit. 

Modifies authority of department to refuse to issue, suspend or revoke asbestos abatement 
license. 

Takes effect on 91st day following adjournment sine die. 

OPEN GOVERNMENT IMPACT 

Legislative Counsel has not adopted standards for drafting measures that establish exemptions 
from disclosure of public records. 

This measure exempts from public disclosure information that an applicant for a license or 
permit from the Department of Environmental Quality provides to the department with respect to 
the applicant’s history of compliance with environmental quality laws and that has not previously 
been made publicly available. 

If those public records that could be subject to public disclosure were instead subject to 
mandatory disclosure under public records law, the public could receive information about 
applicants for environmental quality licenses and permits that is not publicly available and is 
related to the applicants’ history of compliance with environmental quality laws.
