WHAT THE MEASURE DOES:

Ratifies fees adopted by the Oregon Department of Transportation and approved by the Department of
Administrative Services, as follows: a $30 fee for the issuance, renewal or replacement of a Real ID; a $250 fee for
Short Line Railroad Rehabilitation preliminary Certification; and a Short Line Rehabilitation final certification fee of
one half of one percent of the estimated tax credit. Together, the fees are expected to generate a total of $19.5
million in the 2021-23 biennium.
