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SUMMARY
Requires Lane County to approve planning application to make permanent certain temporary
recreational vehicle parks or campgrounds providing transitional housing for wildfire victims.

Sunsets January 2, 2024.

Allows local governments to consider National Flood Insurance Program requirements in approving
application to alter, restore or replace nonresidential use destroyed by 2020 wildfires.

Declares emergency, effective on passage.
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
