WHAT THE MEASURE DOES:
Provides authority to the Teachers Standards and Practices Commission (TSPC) to establish new fees on Education
Preparation Providers (e.g., colleges and universities), school districts and educator service districts.  The bill also
allows an administrative law judge to award TSPC reasonable attorney fees and court costs when the Commission
prevails.  It allows TSPC to impose civil penalties on those licensees subject to disciplinary action and also
increases the maximum charge for reinstatement.

EFFECT OF AMENDMENT:
No amendment.

BACKGROUND:
The Teacher Standards and Practices Commission is Oregon's licensing agency for educators. The agency is mostly
funded  by the fees it collects from educators. Senate Bill 129 would establish new fees.
