WHAT THE MEASURE DOES:
Senate Bill 5534 authorizes the issuance of lottery revenue bonds for specified projects.

A total of $445.2 million of net lottery bond proceeds are authorized to be spent on 55 projects included in SB
5534. Total costs of issuance are estimated to be $7.3 million and amounts required for debt service reserve
accounts are estimated to be $39.9 million. SB 5505 establishes statutory lottery revenue bond authority of
$492.4 million to allow for the issuance of lottery revenue bonds in SB 5534 generating proceeds for project costs,
costs of issuance, and debt service reserves. Authority to spend bond proceeds for project costs and pay for the
cost of issuing bonds is included in the budget reconciliation bill (HB 5006). Lottery revenue bonds are scheduled
to be issued in the of spring 2022 and 2023 and debt service payments in the 2021-23 biennium are estimated to
be $18.5 million. Lottery revenue bonds are authorized for the projects summarized below.

The measure also removes prior biennium lottery bond authority for projects that were not issued and are not
reauthorized to be financed with net lottery bond proceeds in the 2021-23 biennium.
