SUMMARY

Directs Department of Consumer and Business Services to study and evaluate requirements to
maintain accreditation with National Association of Insurance Commissioners and to submit findings
and recommendations for legislation to appropriate committee of Legislative Assembly not later than
December 31, 2022.

A BILL FOR AN ACT
Relating to insurance regulation by the Department of Consumer and Business Services.
Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:
SECTION 1. The Department of Consumer and Business Services shall study and evalu-
ate requirements to maintain the department’s accreditation with the National Association
of Insurance Commissioners and shall submit findings and recommendations for legislation

to an appropriate committee of the Legislative Assembly not later than December 31, 2022.
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
