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81st OREGON LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY--2021 Regular Session

House Bill 2203

Sponsored by Representative WILDE (Presession filed.)

SUMMARY

The following summary is not prepared by the sponsors of the measure and is not a part of the body thereof subject
to consideration by the Legislative Assembly. It is an editor’s brief statement of the essential features of the
measure as introduced.

Creates crime of operating aircraft in violation of authorizations, terms or conditions in Notice
to Airmen. Punishes by maximum of 364 days’ imprisonment, $6,250 fine, or both.

A BILL FOR AN ACT
Relating to aircraft; amending ORS 837.080 and 837.990.
Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. ORS 837.080 is amended to read:

837.080. (1) A person commits the offense of prohibited operation of an aircraft if the person
operates an aircraft in the air, or on the ground or water:

(a) While the person is under the influence of intoxicating liquor, drugs or controlled substances.

(b) In a careless or reckless manner so as to endanger the life or property of another.

(c) In violation of the authorizations, terms, or conditions prescribed in a Notice to
Airmen in effect at the time the person operates the aircraft.

(2) The offense described in this section, prohibited operation of an aircraft, is punishable as
provided under ORS 837.990.

SECTION 2. ORS 837.990 is amended to read:

837.990. (1) Except as otherwise provided in this section and subject to ORS 153.022, a person
commits a Class A violation if the person violates any provision of this chapter or any rule adopted,
or order issued, under this chapter.

(2)(a) [The offense] Prohibited operation of an aircraft as described in ORS 837.080[, prohib-
ited operation of an aircraft,] (1)(a) and (b) is a Class B misdemeanor.

(b) Prohibited operation of an aircraft as described in ORS 837.080 (1)(c) is a Class A

misdemeanor.
