Exempts from state preemption Josephine County measure that banned production or cultivation
of genetically modified crops.

A BILL FOR AN ACT

Relating to state preemption; amending ORS 633.741.
Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. ORS 633.741 is amended to read:

633.741. ORS 633.738 does not apply to any local measure that was[:] approved by the electors
of Jackson County or Josephine County at an election held on May 20, 2014.

[(1) Proposed by initiative petition and, on or before January 31, 2013, qualified for placement on
the ballot in a county; and]

[(2) Approved by the electors of the county at an election held on May 20, 2014.]
