On page 3 of the printed A-engrossed bill, delete lines 30 through 32 and insert:

“(b) The prohibitions in subsection (1)(c) of this section do not apply to a person who, with the

intent to capture alleged unlawful activity, obtains or attempts to obtain a conversation occurring

through a video conferencing program if the person is a participant in the conversation, or at least

one participant in the conversation consents to the recording, and:

“(A) The person is a law enforcement officer or is acting in coordination with a law enforcement

officer;

“(B) The person is acting in coordination with an attorney or an enforcement or regulatory en-

tity; or

“(C) The person reasonably believes that the recording may be used as evidence in a judicial

or administrative proceeding.”.
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
