AN ACT

Relating to maximum occupancy of residential dwelling units.

Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. A maximum occupancy limit may not be established or enforced by any local
government, as defined in ORS 197.015, for any residential dwelling unit, as defined in ORS
90.100, if the restriction is based on the familial or nonfamilial relationships among any oc-

cupants.
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
